ACCOMMODATION

It is desirable when possible financially, that students
take board and room in a suitable home in order to
provide time [or study. This may be obtained for
about $8.00 a week. Two or more students may do
light-housekeeping together and thus cut expenses
to a minimum. Rooms can be had from $14.00 up
and food can be purchased at a cost of about $3.00
per week per person. Those living in the country
usually bring supplies of vegetables, meat and fruit.
Part-time Positions can be obtained when necessary.

Ohe Curricalum

At the time of the inception of the College
in 1925, two things were impressed upon the
mind of the Principal; first, that while in the
best and most evangelical Theological Colleges
and Seminaries of that day, strong emphasis was
laid upon the Bible as the infallible Word of God,
vet the student was not sufficiently familiarized
with the actual content of the Holy Scriptures
themselves; secoadly, that while in the best
Bible Schools on our continent, there were very
good courses on the Bible itself, vet there waJs
a lack of instruction in real Systematic Theology
as taught in the best Seminaries. For these two
reasons we drew up a course in which both
elements of instruction are well-balanced.
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1- Ohe Oheological Field

(Three Years)

. THE I[IDEA OF THEOLOGY :

The course seeks, by the aid of history, to
present the background, method, and term-
inology involved in the systematization of
the truths of Divine Revelation; also to
deepen the conviction and the faith of the
student, thus enabling him to effectually
present Christian Truth during his ministry.

THE HISTORY OF DOCTRINE:

This enables the student to take an intelli-
gent view of the basis of the doctrines of the
Christian Faith from the Apostolic Age to
the present.

THE STRUCTURE OF THEOLOGY :

1. Bibliology—

Revelation, Inspiration, lllumination, Inter-
pretation, Canonicity, the Final Authority
and Supremacy of the Scriptures.

2. Theology Proper—

Doctrine of God: Theism — the five Theistic
Arguments reviewed ; Anti-Theistic theories;
an extended treatment of the Trinity from
four great angles verifying the Persons of
the Godhead — Father, Son and Holy Spirir.

3. Anthropology—

Doctrine of Man: original man; fallen man:
an examination of false theories; sin —its
transmission and penalty.

4. Christology—

Doctrine of Christ: His Virgin Birth, true
humanity, moral perfection, unique Person
and Deity.
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3. Soteriology—

Doctrine of the Atorement: extended review
of the witness of the Old and New Testa-
ments to the death of Christ; dogmatical in-
vestigation of the relation of the Atonement
to God’s attributes; the theories covering
the history of the subject; the setting forth
of the true view of Christ’s finished worl,
considered objectively and subjectively.

6. Eeclesiology—

Doctrine of the Church; her origin, tor-
mation, invisible and wvisible character:
definition of the new creation, Church gov-
ernment; the Ministry and Sacraments; the
enabling power of the Holv Spirit.

7. Eschatology—

Doctrine of the last things: considered pro-
phetically and dispensationally in the Old
and New Testaments; the history of Fscha-
tology as viewed bevond the Apostolic Age;
Pre-millennial Coming of Christ; the setting
up of the Kingdom; the binding and loosing
of Satan and his final doom. The Book of
Revelation is studied in detail in Third Year.

NEW TESTAMENT THEOLOGY :

Epistle to the Romans: Detailed exegesis of
the entire epistle is given with careful exam-
ination of the argument, purpose, and orderly
method of God’s plan of redemption; the
unveiling of the Biblical side of anthropologv,
soteriology, pistologv (or doctrine of faith)
and eschatology. Ifourteen great doctrines
are recognized and investigated.
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2 Che Biblical Ficld

(Three Years)

INTRODUCTION TO THE BIBLE AS A
WHOLE:

Its Divine origin, genuineness, authenticity,
early manuscripts, languages, versions, canon,
general structure and quotations from the
Apostolic Fathers.

Part | — To give the student a working
knowledge of the introduction, structure,
interpretation and message of the Pentateuch.

Part 2 — The History and Geography up
to the Inter-testamental Period.

Part 3 — (1) Wisdom Literature: a careful
studyv of the poetical books, setting forth
their coatent. message and interpretation.

(2) The Prophets: A survey of prophecy
presenting its development and distinctive
teaching in relation to the IHebrew and
Christian mind, with the abject of encour-
aging the student in preparation of his ser-
mons to study in this particular sphere.

NEW TESTAMENT:

1. In this department we aim to make a
thorough study of each of the books of the
New Testament, setting forth the respective
purpose, date, authorship, integrity and
message, together with sources, introduction
and historyv.

2. New Testament Greck—

The grammar and syntax of New Testamént
Greek with a reading of the Selections for
Translation. This course aims at the culti-
vation of a facility in the reading of the
Greek text.

. CHURCH HISTORY (lhree years):

1. Introduction to the Early Church and
the Medieval Period, laying bare the creative
and ethical forces of the Pre-Reformation
Movement. The Reformation Proper in the
16th century: tracing the great spiritual and
theological revolution on the Continent of
Europe and in the British Isles up to the
final settlement in the 17th Century. The
Evangelical Revival of the 18th century
under Whitefield and the Wesleys, leading
up to the events of modern church history.

WORLD MISSIONS (three years):

Tracing the beginnings of the great mis
sionary enterprise in all lands, by all Chris-
tian bodies up to the present hour.

. MODERN CULTS:

An examination of the origins, leaders, pro-
gress, and present status of typical contemp-
orary religious cults.

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READING OF THE BIBLE:

How to speak and read well. Classwork is
carefgily balanced between theory and
practice.
